10 Top Storage Tips

There are innovative ways to store items and there are also many creative 
things you can do in your home to create additional space. Here are some of 
our favourites:

Double up. Wherever possible, buy furniture that has more than one use. 
Beds with sleepover beds underneath are one of the best buys you can ever 
make. Why not also consider hinged benches with lots of storage underneath 
for your hallway or kitchen?

Think outside the box. You’ll never look at your stairs in the same 
way again! Make each stair a storage box for shoes, hats, gloves and hats. 
Instead of having empty space under foot as you climb the stairs, put hinges 
on each one and use the space underneath – clever!

Use wall space. Getting things off the ground not only protects them 
but makes everything easier to find and opens up lots of floor space so your 
room or garage look instantly bigger and more open. We’re is a big fan of 
getting things onto walls whether it is your DIY tools or sporting valuables.

Contain everything. It might be something your grandma did but 
saving tubs, pots and jars is a thrifty and wise way to store things you don’t 
need to display attractively. Old mustard jars are great for storing the variety of 
different screws, nails and other ironmongery you may have in a confused pile 
in your garage.

Plan your storage around what will work. If your children 
hang everything on hooks, then invest in lots of hooks! If bookshelves are the 
easy option, buy baskets and contain bookcase mess in baskets that sort and 
hide things from view. 

Find homes for everything. If you have a ‘messy area’ in your 
home, chances are that the things there have no home. Fill the space with 
a practical or beautiful object and set about clearing the clutter. If it’s a bowl 
full of hair clips, keys, pens and coins, sort it all out into containers and make 
sure all the family knows where these things are now stored! If your coats and 
shoes store is any distance from your front door, chances are they’ll end up in 
a pile by the front door – get it sorted!

Group things together. Put all your gardening equipment in one 
place. Store sports gear together and so on. It sounds obvious but so many 
people don’t consider this option.
